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GENERAL OVERVIEW

Executive Summary

As part of the American Rescue Plan Act, Kitsap County received an allocation of $52,730,448
from the Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds. These funds have been provided
to assist government entities in recovering from the ongoing and lasting effects of the COVID-19
pandemic.

Kitsap County is actively planning a variety of eligible projects to be paid for with ARPA funds
that will promote a response to the pandemic and economic recovery for Kitsap County, its
residents and visitors alike.

As of July 31, 2023, Kitsap County has plans to make the following investments using ARPA
CSLFRF funds:

Promoting Equitable Outcomes

Kitsap has focused much of its funding on projects that benefit disproportionately impacted
communities including low-income and BIPOC. These are evolving as new guidance and
reporting requirements are released. Kitsap has acknowledged the burdens that come with
reporting requirements in its project selection and are working with organizations of adequate
size and staffing with connections to these communities.

In future Performance Reports, Kitsap County will present equity-related program data as
needed in accordance with Department of Treasury reporting guidance, including information
regarding the geographic and socio-economic distribution of services and projects, particularly
for funding targeted to Disproportionately Impacted Communities.

Community Engagement

With a limited amount of funding and significant needs in the community, Kitsap has focused its
outreach efforts or key organizations and stakeholders with proven connections to affected



citizens. These organizations can view the needs in a systemic manner to provide near-term
relief but also promote future success and recovery. Since award in the summer 2021, Kitsap
has worked closely with organizations in the following sectors:

Public Health Response: Kitsap has collaborated closely with the Kitsap Public Health District,
Department of Emergency Management, FEMA and local hospitals, medical clinics and first
responders on the needs to fight the continued COVID-pandemic. The coordinated efforts have
addressed outbreak response, quarantine and isolation facilities, community testing, vaccination
promotion and emergency preparedness.

Homelessness and Housing: Worked with non-profit partners to “stand up” an additional 150
new temporary COVID-19 homeless shelter beds. Partnered with existing shelters to implement
CDC guidelines on bed-spacing, hygiene and sanitation practices and added funding so that all
shelters moved to 24/7 operations.

Distributed over 177,000 items of personal protective equipment (PPE) to homeless shelters
and housing programs and worked closely with the Kitsap County Emergency Operations
Center and Kitsap Public Health District to stand up a comprehensive Quarantine and Isolation
Center, available to people who are unhoused or unable to safely stay at home while isolating or
guarantining. The Q&I centers provide safe accommodation, medical care, meals, and
supportive services.

Provided 14 new portable handwash stations at shelters and locations where people
experiencing homelessness could use them to reduce the spread of COVID-19.

Coordinated the distribution of over 100,000 cloth masks to low-income households through
community-wide service providers including food banks, clinics, non-profits, and other service
providers.

Established the Kitsap Eviction Prevention Assistance (KEPA). Between September 2020 —
May 2022, a total of 3,028 Kitsap County households have been provided a combined total of
over $20.5 million dollars of rent and utility assistance, paid to landlords and utility providers to
prevent eviction. 69% of households served have incomes less than 30% Area Median Income.
The KEPA program promotes equity in who is served and focuses on populations that
historically have not been provided equitable access to rent assistance, and those populations
most impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic. This includes ethnic and racial minorities,
LGBTQ+, people with mental health or substance issues, people with limited English
proficiency, and other people who may not have access to supports. To reach these
underserved and diverse populations, several outreach organizations assisted in targeted
outreach within their communities to directly assist with applying for assistance.

Outreach and information dissemination was also done through the Kitsap Housing and
Homelessness Coalition that includes partnerships with a wide range of local entities including;
Agape Unlimited, Bremerton Foodline, Bremerton Housing Authority, Bremerton School District,
Catholic Community Services, City of Bremerton Community Development Block Grant
Program, DSHS Bremerton CSO, Goodwill Industries, Habitat for Humanity of Kitsap County,
Helpline House Bainbridge Is, Housing Kitsap, Kitsap Community Resources, Kitsap County
Community Development Block Grant Program, Kitsap County Division of Aging & Long-Term
Care, Kitsap County Housing & Homelessness Program, Kitsap County Sheriff’s Office, Kitsap
County Veteran’s Assistance Program, Kitsap Immigration Assistance Center, Kitsap Interfaith



Network, Kitsap Legal Services, Kitsap Mental Health Services, Kitsap Public Health District,
Kitsap Recovery Center, Kitsap Rescue Mission, Kitsap Regional Library, Kitsap Transit, North
Kitsap Fishline, Northwest Justice Project, Olalla Recovery Center, Peninsula Community
Health Services, The Coffee Oasis, The Salvation Army, Salish Behavioral Health Organization
(BHO), South Kitsap Community Alliance, South Kitsap Helpline, St. Vincent de Paul, StandUp
for Kids, United Way of Kitsap County, WA Department of Veteran’s Affairs, WA Employment
Security Department, Weaver Foundation ~ Georgia’s House, West Sound Treatment Center,
YWCA of Kitsap County and many others.

Economic Assistance: Kitsap has worked with the Kitsap Economic Development Alliance,
Small Business Development Center (through Western Washington University) and the six
chambers of commerce (Bremerton, Silverdale, Port Orchard, Poulsbo, Bainbridge and Greater
Kingston) and Visit Kitsap Peninsula (Kitsap’s visitor and convention bureau). The discussions
have lead to expansions of small business technical assistance, enhanced marketing of the
hospitality and tourism sectors and enhanced online presence through a countywide small
business general store.

Broadband: Kitsap is working with the Kitsap Public Facilities District on the extension of middle-
mile broadband infrastructure to underserved and unserved areas of our urban (including cities)
and rural areas (Kitsap’s largest ARPA-funded capital project). Additionally, these discussions
have included the expansion of free WIFI sites throughout Kitsap County.

Disproportionately Impacted Communities: Kitsap has worked with the Pierce/Kitsap County
YMCA, Boys and Girls Club of South Sound, Boys and Girls Club of Snohomish (serves North
Kitsap County), local school districts and the Olympic Educational Service District to address
childcare, youth and adult afternoon and evening activity/sports programs and mental health
services. Kitsap has also worked with the Kitsap conservation District on programs to provide
healthy local foods to our local food banks.

Kitsap has also coordinated with adjacent counties and its local cities to limit possibilities for the
duplication of efforts in our community.

All of these efforts have had a focus on the low-income and BIPOC communities in our
jurisdiction. Contracts for services through ARPA funding includes preference for women and
minority owned businesses.

Public discussions of this funding by the Board of Commissioners occur regularly and publicized
for public attendance via Zoom or in person. All projects and their status in displayed on the
Kitsap County webpage (e.g., Allocated Project List).

Labor Practices

Kitsap County complies with all federal requirements in its construction contracts to ensure
projects use strong labor standards to promote effective and efficient delivery of high-quality
infrastructure projects while also supporting the economic recovery through strong employment
opportunities for workers
