Also
factored into this was high growth factor of electric motor assist bicycles-ebikes).

It had been split up in to three segments north, central, and south Kitsap County. Brian brought up
the screen of the active database.

The overall metrics the sub-committee was using was discussed. Like the Pedestrian Prioritization,
a rated list was presented. See Enclosure [1]. It was decided at the meeting that the first list to
submit for discussion and vote would include an equal number of candidates from the three council
districts areas vs. just the highest point value areas which might reside heavily in one County
Commissioner’s area. The team will present this format at the next meeting.
